(2024), your application will NOT be considered.

Common Scholarship Application Requirements

e Applicant must be a graduating senior of Lapeer High School.
e Applicant must be accepted into a college, university or trade school.

e Applicant must select the scholarships for which he/she is applying on page 4 and meet the criteria for each
scholarship for which he/she is applying. Fraudulent information may disqualify the applicant for these
scholarships. Some scholarships require additional information. Please read eligibility information on pages 5
through 7 carefully.

e Applicant must sign and date the application, including the Personal Information sheet, to authorize the copying
of this application for each selection committee member, releasing of the high school transcript through 11
semesters, and verifying the accuracy of the information submitted.

e Applicant must attach a typed Student Activity Sheet/Student Resume listing leadership positions, school
extracurricular activities, community activities, recognition and awards, and work experience.

e Applicant must submit an essay — “What are my future career plans and how will this scholarship help me reach
my goals?” Maximum one page typed.

e Personal interview may be requested.

e Applicant must include proof of FAFSA submissiion.

Turn your application packet into the Counseling Office by Friday, April 19, 2024, at 3:00 pm. Emailed
applications will NOT be accepted.

h.  Consideration to be given to a student who has
taken AP (Advanced Placement); DE (dual
enrollment) or PLTW (Project Lead the Way)
classes.

i.  Consideration to be given to a student who has
NOT earned another monetary scholarship award
at the time of application.
